RECYCLING RATES IN VIRGINIA - CY 2003

DEQ has released the statewide and locality recycling rates for CY 2003.  The data was garnered from 96 submitted reports; represent all 326 Virginia cities, counties and towns.   In some cases, reported data was adjusted for consistency with 9 VAC 20-130 et. seq.


From the data, DEQ has determined a statewide recycling rate for CY 2003 of 30.3 %, based on 2,822,416 tons of material recycled as compared to 9,328,458 tons of waste generated.

34 of the 96 reporting units experienced recycling rates of 25 % or greater.  Most of the highest recycling rates were experience in the urban and semi-urban areas of Virginia.  They include:

These areas reported a total of 2,384, 844 tons, or 84% of all recyclables collected in Virginia and had an average recycling rate of 34%.   A few rural localities did experience a rate above 25%.

62 of the 96 reporting units did not achieve the 25% rate.   14 rates were at 20-25%, 27 were 10-20% and 21 were below 10%.  Most of these units are in rural areas.   All 62 of these areas, including 4 urban areas that just missed 25%, accounted for only 398,650 tons (or 14%) of all recyclables collected for an average rate of 18%.  [NOTE: Deducting the 4 urban areas, the numbers fall to 205,590 tons (7%) for a rate of 14%].
